Access and facilities

One-to-one sessions for career advice and job information

Book an individual appointment and receive tailor-made advice and guidance. The sessions last 30 minutes 

and a prior booking of an appointment is required. Careers sessions include: face to face careers or CV 

discussion, mock interviews, telephone - Skype discussions.

CV Writing & Interview Workshops

The Careers Office runs workshops that aim to assist students and graduates to identify their skills, prepare 

their CVs and get ready for job interviews. By attending such workshops, students get the opportunity to 

generate their own personal marketing package and job-hunting strategies.

Career Events
The Careers Office organizes various career-related events in order to equip students with the knowledge 

and skills needed to make the right career decisions. Such events provide information regarding careers 

outside of academia, bring students in contact with professionals, companies and organizations and encourage 

networking between the two parties.
